Each week we gather in worship to sing, pray and hear God’s
word proclaimed. Our souls are renewed as we receive
forgiveness and are nurtured by the sacraments of Baptism and
the Lord’s Supper.

Our worship at 9:30 a.m. is informal and includes a Time with Children.
Our 11 a.m. worship is a more traditional style of worship.

The Reverend Molly Blythe Teichert and CCPC’s pastoral staff bring God’s word to
life each week in sermons that inspire, educate, exhort and delight.

The Ministry of Music, led by Julie Vidrick Evans, Director of Music, assists every
member of the congregation in presenting an offering of praise, and provides
training and fellowship for choir members and instrumentalists.

First Service Singers lead music in the contemporary style at the 9:30 service.

Chancel Choir—(adults and youth Grade 9 and up) sings at the 11 a.m. worship
service.

Carol Choir (K-2nd Grade) and Junior Choir (3rd-8th Grade) are led by Joann
Moorer, Assistant Director of Music.

We also offer the opportunity to participate in the Chevy Chase Handbell
Ringers, The Revelations, a guitar group that leads worship several times
during the year and an All Church Orchestra, including people of all ages.

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Called by God to serve others, CCPC has a long history of direct
service and advocacy in the local area, in our nation and across
the world.

Close to home, we run our own outreach project, the Transition Assistance
Program, that helps homeless and working poor become self-sufficient by offering
aid in obtaining documentation, transportation to work, emergency food and
clothing and referrals for social services. We support others in our community in
need through the Re-Entry Task Force, Friends in Action, IONA, Interfaith
Works, Habitat for Humanity, Miriam’s Kitchen, the Community Council for
the Homeless and others.

Across the globe, we are proud of our long association with the village of
Shikokho, Kenya, through which we have helped provide education, food, clean
and accessible water and a new micro-finance loan initiative to help women
become self-supporting.

We also believe that God charges us to be advocates for those in need of justice,
and we do so through the Washington Interfaith Network, which addresses
community needs in our city, and Bread for the World, which supports policies to
combat hunger both at home and abroad.

Finally, through the work of our Earth Stewards and others, we have embraced
becoming an Earth Care Congregation, committed to “restoring the creation”
through a variety of “green” actions in worship, education, facilities and outreach.

"CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

Sunday Morning Education and Intergenerational Learning
Activities offer programs for children, youth and adults.

Under the direction of Rev. Lynn Jostes, Sunday morning Church School
provides a significant opportunity for learning and is a reason that many new
young families join CCPC. Well over sixty dedicated volunteers teach about the
Bible and the Christian faith.

Adult classes on Sunday mornings, weekly Bible study groups and seasonal
workshops enable adults to explore the Bible in depth and apply their faith in life.
FOCUS: Faith, Outreach, Community, Understanding and Spirituality courses
meet in the evenings and highlight various aspects of the adult journey and are
open to members and friends of the Chevy Chase Presbyterian Church and the
larger community.

YOUTH MINISTRIES

Hearthstones (Grades 6-8) and Firesides (Grades 9-12) are the youth groups at
the Chevy Chase Presbyterian Church. Under the guidance of dedicated staff and
volunteers, the groups normally meet on Sunday evening from 6-8 p.m. After a
dinner together, each group enjoys a time of fellowship, fun, games and study.

Throughout the year, the youth groups participate in other special activities
including mission projects with local soup kitchens, HandsOnDC, Habitat for
Humanity, Broad Street Ministry and other church based projects.

CONGREGATIONAL CARE

As a community of faith we share each others joys and sorrows,
our times of celebration and our times of suffering.
